2. The volume credit method: The certified wood percentage (Pc) is transferred to only 
part of the outputs of the batch.  The volume credits are transferred in such a way that the 
products receiving these credits are certified as containing 100% of certified material. 
 
Insert 
2. The volume credit method: The certified wood percentage (Pc) is transferred to only 
part of the outputs of the batch.  The volume credits are transferred in such a way that the 
output batch receiving these credits is certified as containing 100% of certified material or as 
containing less than 100% certified material or an organisation’s own threshold.  The result 
of the volume of certified material multiplied by the certified wood percentage (Pc) included 
in the certified material is considered as equal to the applied volume credit. 
 
 

 
NOTE: A practical example of the volume credit method is: 
Based on the certification percentage (Pc from Appendix C) being 54%, an output batch of 100 tonnes 
would be able to have the applied volume credit for that batch of 54 tonnes of certified material.  
Thus, a certified organisation can sell 54 tonnes as certified material including 100% of certified raw 
material. 
The certified organisation could choose to sell certified material which is less than 100% of certified 
raw material at a nominated threshold of the certified organisation noting that the minimum 
percentage is 70% to allow labelling and claims. 
 If the certified organisation chooses to sell certified material in this manner, it would be x tonnes as 
certified material including y % of certified raw material where x (tonnes) × y (%) = applied credit 
volume (tonnes). 
Thus, an output batch of 100 tonnes would be able to have an applied credit volume of 77 tonnes as 
certified material which could be certified as containing  70% of certified raw material i.e. 77 tonnes × 
70% = 54 tonnes which is the applied credit volume for the output batch of 100 tonnes based on the 
certification percentage of 54%.
